All Key Worker bubbles will begin from Monday 11*" January; however, if you require your children in from
tomorrow (Wednesday 6% January), please specify this in your return email (or contact the school office today).

Over the day, we will be uploading information on learning tasks that can be completed by your child this week to
Class Dojo and our class webpage and you will receive further information about our online learning in due course.
