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Dear parents,

We are writing to let you know the details of returning to school on the 8™ March 2021.

Firstly, | would like to thank you for all your support over the last half term with supporting your
children’s home learning.

Year 5:
Start date: 8" March 2021

e Drop off for Year 5 is at 8:45am. Please ensure your child is on time to school to allow for
hand washing before lessons begin at 9:00am.

e Only one parent to drop off.

e Please come in via the gate by Year 3/4 (from the car park)

e Bring your child to the steps at the bottom of Year 5 and drop them off and exit at the
bottom gate by the trim trail.

e Picking up for Year 5 is at 3.15pm.

e Please come in via the gate by Year 3/4 (from the car park) and join the queue following the
social distancing markers

e Please be patient as we send the children to you.

e Then continue back across the playground and exit at trim trail gate.

e Year 5 children are still able to walk home as usual, however, we are stressing that they
should not be congregating outside of school. If this happens, we will insist on collection.

The school office will no longer be functioning as usual:

e Only use the office if your issue cannot be solved through an email or phone call first

e You must queue outside the office following the social distancing markers

e If your child is going to be late because of an appointment or similar, you will need to ring
the office to arrange where to drop your child off.



There will be no bags brought into school. Your child will need to bring:
